Perspective: Site Occupancy Estimation

This approach to estimating occupancy of sites (and change in occupancy) has been developed (primarily) by researchers at the Patuxent Wildlife Research Center for the Amphibian Research and Monitoring Initiative (ARMI, http://edc2.usgs.gov/armi/).  Their website has information about the program and about the estimation procedures.  This approach to estimation is very useful for species that are sparsely distributed, and is based upon repeated visits to sites.  

Note that this approach combines estimation of detectability (sites where animals were present but not detected) and change, and is specific to estimation of site occupancy.
